And we confess we have had this from you in money, 

renouncing, etc. And we promise by this agreement to carry and look well after those said loads with our 

animals, without carts, and to return them to you at the beginning of those fairs and to wait upon you and 

do all the things which carriers are accustomed to do for merchants. Pledging all our goods, etc.; 

renouncing the protection of all laws, etc.
